City of Newport Beach 

 
John Goodlad introduced Mayor 
Edward D. Selich who brings a 
unique set of skills and experiences to 
municipal government with over 25 
years of continuous involvement. He 
has experience as an urban planner, a 
planning and land use consultant, the 
director of a municipal planning and 
redevelopment agency and a member 
of municipal commissions that review 
development projects and advise city 
councils. These experiences provide 
him a perspective from all aspects of 
municipal government that few others 
possess. 
 
He studied Architecture and Urban 
and Regional Planning at California 
State Polytechnic University San Luis 
Obispo and California State 
Polytechnic University Pomona. He 
has a Bachelors Degree in 
Environmental Design with an 
emphasis in Urban Planning from 
California State Polytechnic 
University Pomona and did post 
graduate work in Urban and Regional 
Planning at the same institution.  
 
Upon completing his college 
education he was employed by the 
City of Huntington Beach California 
Planning Department. In 1976 Mr. 
Selich was appointed Director Of 
Planning and Environmental 
Resources. At that time the 
department was one of the largest 
municipal planning organizations in 
the state. During his tenure he 
supervised the creation and adoption 
of the General Plan for the city, the 
writing and adoption of a new Zoning 
Code, the creation and adoption of the 
Local Coastal Plan, the writing and 
adoption of the City Sign Ordinance 
and administration of the city’s 
Housing and Community 
Development Block Grant Program. 
He also was at the same time the city’s 
first Redevelopment Agency Director 
and oversaw the creation of five 
Redevelopment Project areas and the 
adoption of two Redevelopment Plans, 

including the Downtown 
Redevelopment Plan. 
 
Mayor Selich spoke about McFadden 
Square Centennial Legacy Project, an 
Urban Beautification and Public Art 
initiative that recognizes the 
importance of the City’s beginnings 
and honors the generous Centennial 
donors.  He talked about the new site 
for the City Hall and the design 
competition.  How Newport Beach 
balances economic and environmental 
concerns.  He touched on the future 
growth in the City, Banning Ranch, 
John Wayne Airport, Balboa 
Peninsula, Lido marina Village and 
the city parks, new and old.
